ABOUT THE PROJECT

The work will include upgrading the stormwater pump
station: replacing the existing pumps, gear drives, engines,
and improving the electrical and control system. Upgrading
and replacing the existing pump station will allow the Deck
Park Tunnel to continue operating efficiently, to remove
water from the tunnel and the sub-grade roadway.

WHAT TO EXPECT

» For the safety of the public and staff, temporary closures of
the dog park will be required during crane operations,
approximately twice per month. Park users will be notified
via sighage at the dog park in advance. These dates will also
