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Welcome! This first Loop 202 (South Mountain Freeway)
construction notice provides an overview of the 2017 construction 
schedule and location of major activities which are anticipated to begin 
in early- to mid-2017.

During construction, local traffic will be maintained in the existing 
Pecos Road corridor. In early-2017, the eastbound lanes of Pecos 
Road will be widened to accommodate two lanes of traffic in 
each direction. Once the freeway is complete, local traffic will be 
detoured onto the freeway lanes while construction is completed.
