I could not make the public comment meeting of 17 Septernber in Yuma concerning the SR195 to Highway 95
link so will send this e-mail to express my opinion as a resident and taxpayer in Yuma County.

I disagree with the people who spoke at the meeting who did not want Araby Road as the link. | have several
logical reasons for wanting Araby Road as the link.

1. Using Araby Road is the most direct path to Highway 95. This makes the link the shortest distance for all
travelers, and the easiest to follow. I travel quite a bit and quite often find myself lost because the highway route
I am trying to follow winds around through a town for no obvious reason to me.

2. Contrary to what some are saying Araby Road does not go through a heavily congested area. The area is
mainly agricultural or vacant at the current time. The schools are NOT on Araby Road. The school buses turn
onto the major roads around Yuma all the time.

3. Sending the route to Fortuna Road would need some big upgrades to the I-8 - Fortuna Road interchange as it
is already a mess in the winter and the Fortuna Road - Highway 95 interchange likewise is a real mess in the
winter. If the logic holds of not putting the trafic on Araby Road because people live there then putting it on
Fortuna Road puts it where there are even more people.

4. Sending the route to 3E would only increase the bottle neck that already exists at the intersection of I-8 and
3E. I invite you to come to Yuma in the winter and drive on 3E from Highway 95 to 32nd street. Make sure you
set aside some time. I know the city says that they are going to fix this problem but experience tels me that this
will not happen for many years to come.

5. The A canal route may sound good but as a taxpayer the cost is just too high when Araby Road is already
there and still out in the rural area.

No one wants a new road in there backyard. My guess is that a lot of the people at the meeting were from the
Bluffs who do not want the road in there backyard. There were 75 people at the meeting acording to the paper,
There are over 100,000 people in the greater Yuma area and all are taxpayers. It is time for us to make a
decision on a road that will benifit the entire comunity. The decision should not be made because a very small
magority of the community came fo a meeting because they do not want the road in their backyard. Make the
decision based on the facts. The shortest distance between two points is a streight line. Araby Road is not in a
heavly conjested area but rather a rural area. Araby Road has been on the books as the choice for the road for
years, lets leave it that way.

I am a resident of the Bluffs Subdivision and have over the years attended numerous public meetings on this issue. From the inception
the Citizens of Yuma have expressed their concern for the safety of the children living in this residential area. There has been
overwhelming public opposition to extending SR 195 north onto Araby Road. It has been rejected by the public at every meeting. The
City Council has passed numerous resolutions opposing this route.

I can not attend the meeting on Thursday and request that my writte comments be considered.

I would appreciate an answer to this question: Why continue to have these meetings if ADOT is going to ignore the public input?
When calculating the costs of the Araby Road Alternative ADOT should include in its budget funds for legal defense as many of my
neighbors have already made it clear that they will oppose this route in court.

I am writing in response fo the question raised in the comments you submitted on alternative routes to connect
SR 195 1o US 95 as to “why continue to have these meetings if ADOT is going to ignore the public input.”

ADOT follows the requirements of the Federal Highways Administration (FHWA) as we work to analyze and
select a route to connect SR 195 to US 95.

A Scoping Meeting was held on November 8, 2007, to gather public input as to the originally proposed eight
alternatives. Taking info account the sentiments expressed at that meeting, and following further study, those
eight preliminary alternatives were narrowed down to four, and the No-Build Alternative.

ADOT will continue to carry forward these four alternatives and the “No Build” through the federal process that
culminates in the Design Concept Report and the Environmental Assessment. The Alternative Selection Report
and the Public Information Meeting held on September 17, 2009, are an integral part of that process.

Araby Road was the original route that ADOT and the signatories of the Area Service Highway
Intergovernmental Agreement agreed fo be designated as a state route. At this time, Araby Road is one of the
four alternatives that will be evaluated as part of the DCR process.
