ADOT and State Land Department Meeting

Re:  Legal Descriptions of Access Control, TCE’s and R/W Plans

A meeting was held March 31, 2004 with representatives of the State land Department and ADOT to discuss the describing of control of access of right of way and temporary construction easements within lands owned by the SLD.  In order to assist SLD to process ADOT’s applications in a timely manner, ADOT will modify their procedures to do the following:

For  projects that have access control:

· A metes and bounds description will  be prepared for each portion of new right of way that will have access control.  The description will have a header that will identify it as being for control of access.  The R/W plans will need to have all information necessary to be able to complete the description.

· A metes and bounds description will also be prepared for each portion of new right of way that will not have access control. The description will have a header that will identify it as being non-access controlled.  The R/W plans will need to have all information necessary to be able to complete the description.

For projects that do not have access control:

· A metes and bounds description will be prepared as per the R/W Plans current procedure.
Temporary Construction Easements:

· A metes and bound description will be required for all temporary construction easements.  The necessary information to write the description will need to be shown on the plans.
