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two Historic Districts, 32 contributing properties and 33 State and National Register 
Listings.  During year 2000, the cities of Holbrook and Winslow both had certified Local 
Government Preservation Programs. 
As stated in the Winslow General Plan, the early settlers found a crossing of the Little 
Colorado River in Winslow, which became a focus for regional trails and roads.  The 
railroads discovered Winslow in the late 1800’s based on a roadway survey, and 
eventually Route 66 was developed.  Winslow was also a primary stop for Trans World 
Airlines transcontinental service.   
Holbrook houses the Downtown, Railroad and Route 66 Historic Districts that help 
provide the story of Holbrook.  The Historic Preservation Commission in Holbrook plays 
a primary role in promoting the western heritage and multi-cultural, traditional values 
seen throughout the region.  

4.4 ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE OVERVIEW 
“Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964” and related statutes assure that individuals are 
not excluded from participation in, denied benefit of, or subjected to discrimination under 
any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance on the basis of race, color, 
national origin, age, sex, and disability.  “Executive Order 12898” on environmental 
justice, dated February 11, 1994, directs that programs, policies, and activities not have 
a disproportionately high and adverse human health or environmental effect on minority 
and low-income populations. 
There are three fundamental environmental justice principles. Including: 

• To avoid, minimize, or mitigate disproportionately high and adverse human 
health and environmental effects, including social and economic effects, on 
minority populations and low income populations. 

• To ensure the full and fair participation by all potentially all affected communities 
in the transportation decision making process. 

• To prevent the denial of, reduction in, or significant delay in the receipt of benefits 
by minority and low-income populations. 

The demographic composition of the study area was calculated using the U.S. 
Department of Commerce, Bureau of the Census 2000, Census of Population and 
Housing statistics.  Census tracts are small, relatively permanent statistical subdivisions 
of a county for tallying census information, and do not cross county boundaries.  They 
are delineated with the intention of being maintained over a long period of time to allow 
statistical comparisons from census to census.  Figure 4-5 depicts the Census tracts 
within the study area that were used for this evaluation.   
The U.S. DOT Order (5610.2) on environmental justice provides definitions of the four 
minority groups addressed by the Executive Order.  The four groups include: 

• Black (a person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa); 

• Hispanic (a person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, 
or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race); 
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• Asian American (a person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far 
East, Southeast Asia, the Indian subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands); and 

• American Indian and Alaskan Native (a person having origins in any of the 
original people of North America and who maintains cultural identification through 
tribal affiliation or community recognition). 

Additionally, the U.S. DOT Order defines “low income” as a person whose household 
income is at or below the Department of Health and Human Services poverty 
guidelines, which are used to determine the eligibility for Community Service Block 
Grants. 
The intent of the Executive Order regarding environmental justice is to help ensure that 
those minority communities and low income populations do not burdened by a 
disproportionate share of an improvement project and benefit equally from the 
transportation system. 

4.4.1 NAVAJO COUNTY DEMOGRAPHICS 
An overview of the ethnic and income characteristics of Navajo County and the study 
area was completed to identify the study area make-up.  Table 4.1 summarizes the year 
2000 Census demographic data as it pertains to the environmental justice populations.

The statistics show that approximately 95 percent of the Black or African American 
population within the county resides within the study area.  Additionally, 94 percent of 
the Asian and 98 percent of the other race populations reside within the study area.  
Approximately 93 percent of the Hispanic or Latino populations live within the study 
area.  Only 11 percent of the County’s 46,532 American Indian persons live in the study 
area.  Appendix B contains the specific socioeconomic data as it pertains to the 
environmental justice populations within the study area. 
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The 2000 Census data shows that the persons below poverty level within the study area 
tracts range from 9.4 percent to 28 percent, with an average poverty level of 
approximately 16 percent.  The highest level, 28 percent, was located at the far 
northwestern portion of the study area. 
As transportation improvements are tested for the study area, an evaluation, particularly 
for the most northwestern portion of the study area, should be completed to ensure that 
there are no specific races or low income populations that are unfairly burdened by any 
proposed improvements.  Additionally, an evaluation should be completed detailing any 
positive impacts in terms of access to the community and transportation options for 
regional mobility.  During the project development process, proactive efforts should be 
made to ensure the opportunities for all populations to be involved in the process. 
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5.0 SPECIAL TOPICS OVERVIEW 
There are several area specific special topics that have been identified during the initial 
stages of this project needing further investigation.  The purpose of this task is to 
specifically address a new Little Colorado River/BNSF Railroad crossing location, and a 
goods movement plan. 

5.1 KEY REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION ISSUES TO BE EXAMINED 
FURTHER 

A common need that will be addressed through this Transportation Planning process is 
implementing a functional classification system with an identified roadway hierarchy and 
level of appropriate access.  The key roadway facilities included in the Navajo County 
Regional Transportation Plan will have an assigned existing and future functional 
classification.  These functional classifications will provide for long term mobility when 
implemented with corresponding access and design standards. 

5.2 KEY TRANSPORTATION ISSUES IDENTIFIED FOR 
UNINCORPORATED NAVAJO COUNTY 

Unincorporated Navajo County transportation issues are primarily focused on 
maintaining safe and efficient connections between the urbanized areas of Southern 
Navajo County, Heber-Overgaard, Winslow and Holbrook.  These connections are 
generally ADOT facilities where the County would help to identify and facilitate specific 
needs, or support regional needs such as the new commuter transit service between 
Holbrook and Show Low.   
Within Heber-Overgaard, no existing key safety or capacity needs were identified.  
However, the intersection of SR-260/SR-277 should be monitored to ensure that this 
key intersection functions safely and efficiently.  It will be important that as this high-
growth area continues to develop, the access along the key roadway facilities are 
controlled at a level that is consistent with the functional classification to preserve the 
safety, capacity and integrity of the system. 

5.3 KEY TRANSPORTATION ISSUES IDENTIFIED FOR THE CITY OF 
HOLBROOK 

The City of Holbrook has identified an alternative crossing location of the BNSF railroad 
and the Little Colorado River as their key project issue.  Currently, there is one at-grade 
railroad crossing/river crossing located on SR-77.  Motorists traveling between I-40 and 
locations south of Holbrook must traverse through the City and cross the railroad/river 
using SR-77.  This directly relates to their second concern regarding a goods movement 
plan within the City limits.  With limited routing opportunities, much of the truck traffic 
must travel through town to reach delivery destinations.  A specific goods movement 
plan identifying key routes will be developed, however it will require an intensive public 
involvement effort to gain business owner and shipping company support for ultimate 
implementation. 
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This existing conditions evaluation identified that there is excessive access along 
several of the key routes within the City limits.  An access control strategy that identifies 
recommended driveway spacing should be examined.  Additionally, key travel corridors 
should be identified for access plan development to examine driveway consolidation 
opportunities, access design issues and associated treatments. 

5.4 KEY TRANSPORTATION ISSUES IDENTIFIED FOR THE CITY OF 
WINSLOW 

The City of Winslow has identified several key project issues, particularly as they relate 
to through traffic.  The current configuration of the roadway network and associated 
traffic interchanges with I-40 have caused through traffic (motorist and freight) to use 
the local street network.  To facilitate this, 2nd and 3rd Streets are set up as a one-way 
couplet to help with capacity issues.  The City would like to examine a south side 
bypass as an alternative route to SR-87 to access either of the I-40 interchanges on the 
east or west side of town.  Additionally, the City would like to examine the Transcon 
interchange in terms of the current geometry and how it currently handles truck traffic.  
The City would also like to examine the potential for a frontage road connection 
paralleling I-40 for additional connectivity to I-40.   
Very similar to other portions of the study area, the City of Winslow has allowed 
excessive access along several of the key routes within the City limits.  An access 
control strategy that identifies recommended driveway spacing should be examined.  
Additionally, key travel corridors should be identified for access plan development to 
examine driveway consolidation opportunities, access design issues and associated 
treatments. 

5.5 KEY TRANSPORTATION ISSUES IDENTIFIED FOR SOUTHERN 
NAVAJO COUNTY 

Southern Navajo County, which includes the jurisdictions of Show Low, Pinetop-
Lakeside, Snowflake and Taylor, has recently completed the Southern Navajo County 
Sub Regional Transportation Plan that examined key capacity improvements in that 
region.  Based on this existing conditions evaluation, the southern Navajo County region 
should examine additional access control requirements that span across municipalities.  
An evaluation should be completed to identify key access control corridors to improve 
the safety and capacity of these currently constrained facilities.

6.0 CURRENT CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUNDING 
This section identifies and summarizes committed and planned roadway improvements 
for Navajo County and the cities of Holbrook, Show Low, Snowflake/Taylor, 
Pinetop/Lakeside, and Winslow. Plans and programs relevant to the study area have 
been reviewed to identify “committed” and “planned” roadway improvements. 
Committed roadway projects appear in the ADOT Current Five-year Transportation 
Construction Program FY 2008-2012, the Northern Arizona Council of Governments 
(NACOG) FY 2008-2012 Transportation Improvement Program, and in the first year 
(FY2008-2009) of the Capital Improvement Plans for Navajo County and the cities of 
Holbrook and Winslow. Planned roadway improvements are those improvements that 
may be initiated as part of a long-range, fiscally constrained plan. These planned 
roadway improvements are listed in the ADOT FY 2008-2011 State Transportation 
Improvement Program (STIP), the NACOG FY 2008-2012 Transportation Improvement 
Plan (TIP), and the remaining four years of the Capital Improvement Plans for Navajo 
County and the cities if Holbrook and Winslow.  

6.6 ADOT STIP/NACOG TIP 
State Department roadway improvement projects for Navajo County are programmed in 
the ADOT Current Five-year Transportation Construction Program FY 2008-2012 and 
the ADOT FY 2008-2011 State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP).  The 
ADOT Current Five-Year Construction Program FY 2008-2012 and the NACOG Five-
year TIP have committed 28.5 million to Navajo County transportation facilities over the 
five-year period (Table 6.1).  

6.6.1 SOUTHERN NAVAJO/APACHE COUNTY SUBREGIONAL PLAN 
The Southern Navajo/Apache County Sub-regional Transportation Plan completed in 
September 2007 identified two committed projects in Navajo County.  

• Woolford Extension, SR 260 to Penrod Road – New Two-lane road; and 

• Scott Ranch Road, SR 260 to Penrod Road – New Two-lane road. 
These two roadway improvement projects primarily are developer-funded and related to 
growth in the SR 260 corridor between Pinetop/lakeside and Show Low.

In addition to the projects listed in the ADOT Five-Year Construction Program and STIP 
there are approximately 250 ADOT projects in the predesigned phase. It is during this 
that a project assessment and scope are developed to substantiate the project for 
programming in the ADOT Five-Year Construction Program and STIP. These 
predesigned projects are listed in Appendix C. 

6.7 NAVAJO COUNTY TRANSPORTATION CAPITAL PROJECTS 
On an annual basis the Navajo County Board of Supervisors approves a FY budget for 
the first year of a five-year capital improvement plan. This first year is referred to as the 
capital improvement program since funding has been approved to be used for capital 
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projects. Based on review of the FY 2008-2012 Capital Improvement Program, Navajo 
County has committed 6.2 million for roadway projects in FY 07-08. An additional 20.2 
million has been programmed for planned roadway improvements through FY 2012 
(Table 6.2).

6.8 CITY OF HOLBROOK TRANSPORTATION CAPITAL PROJECTS 
The transportation element within the city of Holbrook is critical for economic viability. 
The City of Holbrook General Plan states that Holbrook is accessible by air, rail and 
road and maintaining the city’s transportation advantages assists economic 
development, growth areas, and housing and many other elements of the General Plan.  
In FY 2007-2008 the City of Holbrook City Council approved a budget of 21 million. 
Based on the Capital Improvement Plan approximately one-percent ($210,000) of the 
annual budget provided funding for street transportation projects. In FY 2008-2009 the 
city will approve capital funding for street and airport capital projects equating to 
approximately three-percent of the city’s budget. Table 6.3 provides street and airport 
projects programmed in the FY 2008-2012 Capital Improvement Plan.

6.9 CITY OF WINSLOW TRANSPORTATION CAPITAL PROJECTS 
Based on the city of Winslow preliminary budget for FY 2008/2009 $11.5 million is 
committed for pavement rehabilitation, street reconstruction (including new curb and 
gutter), streetscape work, airport improvements, and enhancement projects. The 
pavement rehabilitation and streetscape projects are proposed along the 2nd and 3rd 
Streets corridor from Hipkoe Drive on the west to Transcon Lane on the east and are 
components of an overarching project call the Winslow Renaissance. Table 6.4 
provides transportation related capital improvement projects for the city of Winslow.

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7.0 FINDINGS OF LOCAL AND REGIONAL SIGNIFICANCE 
This examination of the existing transportation conditions within the Navajo County 
region has identified some key current mobility and safety related issues.  Within the 
southern Navajo County vicinity, SR-260 extending from Pinetop-Lakeside into Show 
Low is experiencing capacity issues, along with motorist and pedestrian/bicycle safety 
issues.  The growth that the communities have experienced has caused different needs.  
In the southern county region, much of the growth has been associated with second 
homes, whereas the northern portion of the county has seen a more typical household 
type growth. 
SR-260 through the national forest between Show Low and west of Heber-Overgaard 
has experienced a very high level of wild animal related crashes.  These crashes are 
generally focused in the southern portion of the County. 
The primary roadway network in Show Low has caused most of the vehicles to be 
funneled through the core of Show Low.  Routes SR-77, SR-260, and US-60 converge 
in Show Low without alternative routes to bypass the core area.  The Southern Navajo 
Sub-Regional Transportation Plan has identified future year improvements to help 
address this issue. 
ADOT and the County are progressing towards short-term capacity improvements 
within the heavily traveled areas of the County.  Passing lanes, widening improvements, 
and turn lanes are critical components to adding capacity with few capital improvement 
dollars to work with. 
The City of Holbrook is served by I-40 and SR-77 (Navajo Boulevard).  SR-77 is the 
primary route to cross the BNSF tracks and the Little Colorado River to the south of 
town.  SR-77 has excessive direct access, which is very typical throughout the 
community.  The excessive access directly reduces the available roadway capacity and 
impacts the safety for motorists, bicycles and pedestrians. 
The City of Winslow is also served by I-40, and has a primary crossing of the Little 
Colorado River and BNSF tracks to the south of town via SR-99.  Winslow has turned 
2nd and 3rd Streets into a one-way pair to facilitate traffic flow to the interstate.  SR-99 
south of town does not have a direct route to the north to access I-40, so the routing can 
be convoluted, causing motorist confusion.  Additionally, similar to Holbrook, there is 
excessive direct driveway access, reducing the available roadway capacity and 
impacting the motorist, bicyclist and pedestrian safety. 
Freight in the area is generally shipped in by truck, with the exception of the paper mill 
needs.  The increase in population and households in turn has a direct affect on the 
amount of truck traffic in the region.  In general one truck equals approximately three 
motor vehicles in terms of capacity, so excessive truck traffic can heavily burden a 
transportation system, particularly when there are not many route options. 
The excessive growth in Heber-Overgaard has not caused an imbalance in requiring 
additional capacity on the transportation system.  Recent improvements to SR-260 have 
been protected through access management practices.  Additionally, SR-260 has 
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available right-of-way for future improvements if the need arises to support regional 
travel demand through the community. 

7.1 SHORT-RANGE SAFETY, CAPACITY AND MAINTENANCE NEEDS 
The following short-term needs have been identified for further investigation/study, 
design or construction. 
Pinetop-Lakeside 

• An Access Management Plan should be completed on SR-260 to identify 
opportunities to consolidate driveways, provide cross access, and preserve 
available capacity. 

• A Corridor Land Use and Development Plan should be developed for the SR-260 
corridor to identify how infill or redevelopment opportunities should be handled so 
not to overburden the transportation system. 

• The numerous bicycle related crashes along SR-260 support additional 
evaluation to identify if an on- and/or off-street path should be constructed to 
facilitate this demand.  There is a current demand for on-road bicycling and the 
SR-260 corridor is some of the most heavily traveled roadways within the study 
area. 

• Detailed engineering study should be taken to identify the right-of-way needed to 
widen Porter Mountain Road. 

• An Access Management Plan should be completed to reduce driveway accesses 
and improve capacity along Penrod Road between Porter Mountain Road and 
US-60. 

Show Low 

• The key improvement within Show Low is the improvement of Penrod Road as 
defined in the Southern Navajo County Sub-Regional Transportation Plan.  
Detailed engineering and right-of-way preservation should be pursued. 

• An Access Management Plan should be completed for all of the key roadways 
within Show Low.  Due to the mountainous terrain and the limited amount of 
space due to development proximity to the roadway, access consolidation should 
be pursued. 

Heber-Overgaard 

• The SR-260 corridor should be examined to identify opportunities of how to 
reduce wildlife related crashes and improve the safety of this portion of SR-260.  
The study should extend from west of Heber-Overgaard to west of Show Low. 

Holbrook 

• An Access Management Plan should be prepared for the SR-77 corridor (Navajo 
Boulevard).  Driveway consolidation, medians to restrict turns and access 
closures would help to preserve this very constrained portion of Holbrook. 
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• A detailed examination of how to provide an additional crossing of the BNSF and 
the Little Colorado River will be examined as part of the special topics of this 
study.  If this study determines that an additional crossing should be pursued, 
then a detailed evaluation should be completed to provide preliminary 
engineering and environmental review. 

• A signal warrant evaluation should be completed for the intersection of Hermosa 
and SR-77 (Navajo Boulevard).  Several crashes have occurred at this 
intersection. 

• A signal timing adjustment should be examined for the intersection of Hopi at SR-
77 to better accommodate the train traffic. 

Winslow 

• Access Management Plans should be prepared for the SR-87 corridor, 
Williamson Avenue, 2nd Street, 3rd Street and North Park Drive. 

• A detailed examination of the potential for a south side bypass which would also 
provide an additional crossing of the BNSF tracks will be examined as part of the 
special topics of this study.  If this study determines that this bypass should be 
pursued, then a detailed evaluation should be completed to provide preliminary 
engineering and environmental review. 

• An examination of the Transcon Lane at I-40 interchange geometry will be 
completed as part of the special topics of this study.  If this study determines that 
geometric improvements should be made, then a detailed engineering design 
and environmental clearance should be pursued for any improvements made at 
this location. 

General Maintenance Needs 
Most of the bridges in the study area are in fair or better condition.  There were six 
structures that have sufficiency ratings of less than 50, meaning they are deficient or 
obsolete structures.  These six structures should be examined and prioritized for 
rehabilitation and repair.
